8. A champion & reserve champion ribbon, with
premiums of $4.00 & $2.00, may be awarded in each
class to outstanding exhibits.

9. All articles in Division 1-29 must have been
completed in the past 3 years.

10. Please consult a premium book to determine
which class your entries will be entered in before
you arrive.
